Resource Adequacy Initiatives Working Group – Draft Charter

Please find below the draft charter for the “Resource Adequacy Initiatives Work Group” RAIWG.  The RAIWG is primarily a forum to identify, compile, discuss, assess and develop initiatives related to resource adequacy. 

1. Mission:  A forum for the identification, compilation, discussion, assessment and development of initiatives related to Resource Adequacy as suggested by Participants, ISO-NE, State and/or Federal regulatory bodies and other stakeholders.   

2. Membership in WG: Open to all NEPOOL Market Participants and ISO-NE Officers and employees.

3. The Charter shall have the following points:

3.1. Authority of the Group:  RAIWG is advisory in nature and does not have a specific authority other than that outlined in section 3.2 below, Reporting Relationship in section 3.3 below, and Organizational Procedures in section 5 below.

3.2. Lines of Authority: The two Co-Chairs share the Authority of RAIWG.  The first Co-Chair shall be appointed by the NEPOOL Markets Committee, and the second Co-Chair by ISO-NE.    

3.3. Reporting Relationships: RAIWG reports to the NEPOOL Markets Committee through its semi-annual activities report.  RAIWG may report to the NEPOOL Markets Committee on ad-hoc basis as the need may arise.   The reports shall be inclusive of all majority and minority opinions voiced in RAIWG during the period in consideration. 

3.4. Supporting organizations: RAIWG does not have any supporting organizations apart from what is internal to ISO-NE and provided by the NEPOOL Participants.  The current minimal organizational composition is outline in 4 below.  

3.5. Issue resolutions procedures:  The nature of RAIWG does not warrant a need for issue resolution process. 

3.6. Decision Making process:  Decisions are made by consensus as determined by the Co-Chairs.

3.7. Voting Provisions:  There are no voting provisions for RAIWG apart from what is explicitly mentioned in section 3.6 above.  

3.8. Periodic Review and Sunset Clause:  Currently open.

4. Minimal Organizational Composition: In addition to the two Co-Chairs, it has the following structure:

Co-Chair One: K. Beckman.

Co-Chair Two:  D. LaPlante.

5. Organizational Procedures:  

5.1. Unless determined otherwise by the two Co-Chairs, RAIWG shall convene as needed in a place determined by the RAIWG members.  

5.2. The Co-Chairs shall determine the initiatives that shall be subject of further study and assessment.

5.3. The Co-chairs shall determine the additional external resources that may be needed to study and assess the initiatives under consideration. 

5.4. The Co-chairs shall approve the semi-annual report to the NEPOOL Markets Committee.
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
