1. Review and approve  December minutes – Eric to post to the ISO web site.
2. Update on Proposed Changes to Manuals 20 & 28 – ARF (M-28) MC to vote on M-28 changes at their January 12, 2010 meeting.  
3. Station Service Load Reporting – Carmel waiting for Dave Cavanaugh to set a meeting.
4. DRP Asset Registration Process – Carmel listened to the DRWG and heard some issues that she wanted to discuss with the group.  The asset registration requirements and timeline for enrolling participants were discussed.  Does the ISO intend to involve the HP as part of the asset registration process?  Marty Parker explained the HP role to review the account number, if available, to verify the metering domain.  Carmel heard that if the enrolling participant had multiple accounts spanning metering domains, they could just identify the metering domain with the most accounts enrolled.
