Section I.2 – Rules of Construction; Definitions


Installed System Capability is defined as follows:  Of a Market Participant at a particular time is (1) the sum of such Market Participant’s Installed Capability Entitlements plus (2) its HQ Net Interconnection Capability Credit at the time.  This definition will no longer be in effect upon the commencement of the Capacity Commitment Period for the first Forward Capacity Auction under Market Rule 1, Section III.13 and pursuant to the terms of Market Rule 1 Section III.13.2.9, after which point, the following definition shall be in effect: “Installed System Capability: Of a Market Participant at a particular time is such Market Participant’s Installed Capability Entitlements at the time.

Insufficient Competition is defined in Section III.13.2.8.2 of Market Rule 1.

Interchange Transactions are transactions deemed to be effected under Market Rule 1.

Interconnection Agreement is the “Large Generator Interconnection Agreement” or the “Small Generator Interconnection Agreement” pursuant to Schedules 22 and 23 of the ISO OATT or an interconnection agreement approved by the Commission prior to the adoption of the Interconnection Procedures.
Interconnection Procedure is the “Large Generator Interconnection Procedures” or the “Small Generator Interconnection Procedures” pursuant to Schedules 22 and 23 of the ISO OATT.
Interconnection Rights Holder(s) (IRH) has the meaning given to it in Schedule 20A to Section II of this Tariff. 

Interest is interest calculated in the manner specified in Section II.8.3.

Intermittent Power Resource means Resources whose output amount and availability are not subject to the control of the ISO or the plant operator because of the source of fuel (e.g., wind, solar, run-of-river hydro), or contractual obligations (e.g., Non-Dispatchable Qualifying Facilities) or Resources less than 5 MWs operating within the distribution system.
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
