Enclosed please find our responses to your summons dated March 27, 2002, as follows.

1. Documents relating to Understanding New England Generating Unit Availability:  Enclosed please find a disk with all of the data underlying the tables in the study.  The disk also contains the subsequent quarterly reports on unit availability and the background on the tables in those reports.

Bids in the energy market for certain hours during July 23 through 25:  Enclosed please find a disk containing these bids.

External contracts for the sale of energy for certain hours during July 23 through 25:  Enclosed please find a disk with a specification of all of the external contracts for the relevant hours.

Internal contracts for the sale of energy for certain hours during July 23 through 25:  Enclosed please find two disks containing all of the internal contracts for the relevant hours.  Please note that these contracts do not set clearing prices and therefore may not be relevant to your inquiry.

2(c)/3.
Unit specific data for all generating units which were (i) available for operation, (ii) available for operation at reduced output, and (iii) unavailable for operation during certain hours during July 23 through 25 and documents relating to the reasons for generating unit unavailability or limited availability:  Enclosed please find a disk which outlines the units which fall into the preceding three categories with, in the case of clauses (ii) and (iii), a specification of the megawatts which were available and reasons for the unavailability.  I have also enclosed, for each 
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of the three relevant days,  hard copies of the operators’ logs, the “OP4” letters which were sent to NEPOOL, the Morning Report, Transmission Related Abnormal Generation Operation (TRAGO) sheets and Annual Maintenance, Short Term Outages and Must Run sheets.
I have also enclosed an original, executed Certificate of Compliance.

Moreover, it is our understanding that you will maintain the confidentiality of this information and that it will not be subject to Freedom of Information Act or other public disclosure statutes.
